Welcome to Honors Geometry! Please read through all the class expectations and if you have any questions, don’t hesitate to ask.

Required materials: Textbook, lined and graph paper, graphing calculator (TI-84 Plus recommended), protractor, compass, and ruler. Notebooks and calculators must be brought to class every day.

Notebooks: You will need a 3-ring binder with dividers to keep notes, homework, tests, and quizzes in. We will be taking notes every day, so you will be responsible for bringing it to every class. Included in your notes will be definitions, postulates, warm ups, and in-class activities.
Tests: At the end of every unit, you will be given a unit test.  If you do not perform satisfactorily on your test, YOU WILL have an opportunity for a reassessment.  Details will be given after the first unit test.
Quizzes: There will be no make-up for low quiz grades. If you are absent on a quiz/test day, you will be expected to make up that quiz/test on the next access day or an agreed upon time. Two days after the absence (if excused), a grade of zero will be entered into the grade book until you come in to make up the missing quiz/test. 
Homework: You can plan on a homework assignment each day and are expected to have it completed by the next time the class meets, unless otherwise noted. Assignments will generally range from 5-10 points. Your assignments must be neat (no frizzies from spiral notebooks!), legible, and have a proper heading including your name, your period, and the page number and problem numbers if it is a book assignment. At the beginning of each unit, you will be given a homework checklist. At the end of the unit, you must compile each homework assignment labeled on the checklist, with the checklist on top, and staple them together in a packet. All the assignments on the checklist MUST be completed by the day of the unit test. 
Late Work Policy: If you do not turn in homework by 2:30 pm on the day that it is due, that homework will be considered late.  Late homework can be turned in for 60% credit until the end of the corresponding six-week term.

Participation/In-Class: I consider being on time, being prepared, and participating in class just as important as doing all your homework. You will be working cooperatively within class on activities, projects, and assignments with classmates, so your attendance and ability to work productively with others in class will be graded accordingly on any work we do in class. Projects and activities (including warm-ups) will be assigned in class and if you have an unexcused absence that day, you will be unable to make up the points.
Tardies – You must arrive before the bell with materials out and ready to work. You are tardy if you are not in your seat ready to start when the second bell rings.
Grades: Grades are based on the following:
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Extra Help/Make-up Work: It is important for you to take the initiative to come in as soon as you feel lost or confused. Do not get behind in your assignments, as it will get harder to catch up. Please use any of the following times to get help if needed:

Academic Dishonesty (Plagiarism/ Cheating)

Plagiarism is defined in the Jefferson County Public Schools Conduct Code Book as “knowingly copying or using the academic work of another and presenting it as his or hers without proper attribution.”   If a student is found to be cheating (including plagiarizing or giving others their work), the following will occur:

· A grade of “F” or a zero will be issued for the activity/test/assignment/project.  If cheating occurs on the final exam, after calculating the revised semester grade (including the zero), the semester grade will then be lowered by one grade.  

· If cheating continues, the teacher may refer the student to the appropriate administrator to determine the consequences for his/her continued cheating.  The student’s parent/guardian will be notified by the teacher.  

· In the event of a student cheating on a major project, the teacher will take this matter directly to the student’s administrator.  The administrator will listen to the facts, determine a course of action, and make a recommendation to the principal.

Special Procedures:

· Absolutely no electronic devices (phones, iPods) will be allowed during any testing situation. All book bags will be required to be at the front of the room during any test at Bear Creek. Make sure you bring a calculator.

· If you are found to have any electronic device on your person during any test, you will receive an automatic zero on the test and the matter will be forwarded to administration.

· The memory on any graphing calculator will be expected to be cleared before and after every test and shown to the teacher. (2nd,,+, 7,1,2). All scrap paper and/or note cards will be turned in at the end of every test.
